DID YOU KNOW? 
 

“An initiative is underway to begin 

teaching sign language to deaf and 

hard of hearing children in six 

primary schools in Guyana, South 

America. 

 

By 2050, computers will have the 

same processing capability as the 

entire human race. The processors 

made for cochlear implants in the 

future will be nothing like those 

made 20,15,10 or even 5 years ago.  

 
It took radio 50 years, it took 

television 10 years, the internet it 

took 7 years and facebook, 2 years to 

reach the majority population. 

 

The Navy has the ability to inoculate 

people against checmical-induced 

hearing loss. The magic potion is 

called N- ACETYLSTEINE.  There 

were so many navy personnel whose 

jobs required them to work in noisy 

environments that, by the time they 

were ready to retire, they were deaf 

and warranted disability. It was 

cheaper for the Navy to find an  

antidote than to pay out all the 

disability.  

 

Even if there is a cure for deafness, 

ASL will be needed for pre-lingual 

deaf kids (children who are deaf at 

birth and have no knowledge of 

language.
