On June 3, 2009, Leona
Valley lost a dear friend in
Mary Ann Floyd. Mary Ann
and herfamily have been
Leona Valley residents
since 1982. By thenid 80's
she was involved

in the Land Use Committee
for Leona Valley
Improvement Association.
She wasnstrumental in
forming the Town Council
in 1990 that took on the
Land Use issue. She

was one of the first elected
members on the Town
Council, servingwo years.
She thertook on the task of
helping other communities
within the greater Antelope
Valley formtheir Town
Councils.
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She then saw a need for
these newly formed Town
Councils toshare
information, and formed the
Association of Rural Town
Councils She wrote the
guidelines for new Town
Councils, and a manual for
the Association of Rural
Town Councils. Both are
still used todayWhen it
became known that Ritter
Ranch was uncovering
artifacts she felt Leona
Valley should have these
items. She then ghed to
have our own museum to
display thesartifacts and
keep the Leona Valley
history alive. This dream
has come true with near
completion of the Leona
Valley Heritage Park which
is now open for viewing.
Leona Valley owes Mary
Ann more than just a thank
you for what she has done
for it.

She dearly loved Leona
Valley and was always
working to keep it beaiiul
and preservés heritage.
The Leona Valley Town
Council along with Leona
Valley Improvement
Association and

Leona Valley Sertoma
would like to honor Mary
Ann by building a
Memorial tribute to

her. What would be built
will depend on your
generosity.
