Advance Bionics
manufactures Cochlear
implants. There are three
manufacturers of these
implants one in Austria, one
in Australia and one in
Valencia, Ca. Representatives
informed us.

In 1980 the first implant was
invented. It had one channel
and was very limited In it's
abilities

A hearing aid, is an external
device worn on the ear or
placed in the ear canal for
sound amplification.

“C A cochlear implant has an
implanted part and an
external component. The
implanted part (HiRes 90K®
Implant) is surgically
positioned beneath the
muscle tissue and skin on the
side of the head by a
surgeon. The small implant
electrode is threaded down
into the hearing mechanism
of the inner ear, the cochlea,
during the surgery.
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The external component is a
miniature computer called a
sound processor that is worn
on the outside of the body,
either over the back of the
ear (Harmony™ Sound
Processor), or at waist level.

A microphone connected to
the sound processor detects
nearby sounds and the
processor converts these
sounds into digitally coded
signals. The headpiece
transmitter, magnetically
aligned over the implant and
connected to the sound
processor, rapidly sends
these signals as radio waves
through the skin and to the
implanted part.

The HiRes 90K implant
receives these digitally coded
signals and interprets them
using its sophisticated
microelectronic architecture
and multiple independent
output circuits to send
specialized patterns of
electrical current down the
electrode to the inside of the
cochlea. Multiple contact sites
located along the length of
the electrode emit these
electrical currents in the form
of electrical stimulation
pulses to the surrounding
hearing nerve receptors
inside the cochlea. Nerve
fibers send this information
to the brain for central
processing, interpretation,
hearing perception and
developmental recognition of
the incoming sounds.

Special programming
software (SoundWave™
Professional Suite) is used by
the cochlear implant
audiologist to create, adjust,
fine-tune and optimize sound
processing programs on the
sound processor computing
system, to best fit individual
hearing needs. These
programs are periodically
reassessed during repeat
visits to the audiologist to
maximize hearing
performance with the ochlear
implant system. Implant:
HiRes 90K® with HiFocus
Electrode

Advanced Bionics developed
the Harmony™
HiResolution® Bionic Ear
System to help cochlear
implant recipients maximize
their hearing potential
beyond words and to
experience as much of the
full spectrum of natural
sound—and life—as possible.
The NEW Harmony System
comprised of revolutionary
HiResolution Sound
Processing, the NEW HiRes
Fidelity 120™ programming
option, the NEW Harmony
Sound Processor, the
Platinum Series™ Sound
Processor, and the HiRes
90K® Implant enhances
music appreciation and
improves hearing
performance in a variety of
difficult listening
environments”.

The implants are quite
expensive approximately
$40,000.00 each not
including surgery. The
units are the size of a
quarter.



TRIVIA:

The technology behind the
implant was used to create
as a spinal cord stimulator.
It works by bypassing pain
signals to the brain.

Comedian and
spokesperson for Muscular
Dystrophy has two
implanted in his spine to
stop the pain signals to
the brain.

Rush Limbaugh has a
Cochlear implant.

Researchers feel if an
infant can be fitted with
the implants they can
grow up to have perfect
hearing.

Q&A

Doesn’t the deaf
community have issue
with these implants?

Yes,there is opposition
amoung the deaf
community some feel as
if they were made deaf for
a reason. For example the
mother of a child who was
fitted with bilateral
implants will only sign with
her daughter

because she feels her
daughter should be
bilingual. (Her mother is
not hearing impaired).

Bev Bownfields
grandson who is 23 has
worn hearing aids his
entire life and was told
he is not a candidate for
implants.

Why would he not
benefit from them?

Cochlear implants are only
for those with no hearing.
Someone who has residual
hearing would never hear
normally because the
implant destroys any
residual hearing.

As Terry ages his hearing
will deteriorate should he
completely lose his
hearing he would then
become a candidate,
Virginia of Advanced
Bionics stated.

How does the Light
speed Sound system
work?

At Westwind Elementry
School in Lancaster, CA.
Light Speed Sound
System was installed in
one classroom at each
grade level seven in total
last year.

The Light Speed Sound
System is a sound
amplification system.
Speakers are placed in the
corners of the classrooms
and the children take turns
using a microphone
allowing the children to be
heard throughout the
class. It is reported that
previously shy children
now participate in class.



Since the systems were
installed the teachers have
noted increased
participation in the class.
The children are more
attentive. The teachers are
able to help more students
in the classrooms.
Westwind Elementary’s
school test scores
improved over previous
years..
